(a) Completion.--Each public institution of higher education shall complete all of the following by June 30, 2008:

(1) Participate in the development and implementation of equivalency standards pursuant to section 2004-C(c)(1). [FN1
(2) Establish and maintain records and data detailing the credits transferred to and received from other public institutions
of higher education as the department may prescribe.

(3) Make any reasonable changes and modifications to its foundation courses, including the strengthening of the courses,
to ensure equivalency of those credits among the public institutions of higher education, as recommended by the Transfer
and Articulation Oversight Committee.

(4) Agree to accept for transfer foundation courses determined to meet equivalency standards under section 2004-C(c)

(2).
(b) Reporting requirements.--A public institution of higher education shall submit to the department a series of interim
reports outlining the actions that the public institution of higher education has undertaken or intends to undertake to
comply with subsection (a), which shall be filed December 31, 2006, June 30, 2007, and December 31, 2007.
